Dear sisters and brothers in Christ, 

 

Grace to you and peace from God our Father and our Lord Jesus Christ! 

It was over. The Teacher was betrayed by one of his own inner circles. He was arrested and 
denied, while all his disciples abandoned their Teacher. He was falsely accused and sentenced to 
be crucified. He breathed his last breath and was laid in a tomb. Jesus was dead; the disciples                       
scattered in fear and disbelief; the women wanted to finish the proper burial of their beloved 
Teacher. Because he was buried in a hurry before the beginning of the Sabbath, the women ran to 
the tomb early in the morning to complete the burial. 

They were, however, shocked because of the event they never expected to see happen at the 
tomb. The stone blocking the tomb rolled away, and the dead body of the Teacher disappeared. 
The only thing the women wanted to do was to carry out their final task to show their love and  
respect to their Teacher, but heôs gone! While the women were overwhelmed by a deep sense of 
despair, they became terrified by the presence of mysterious figures and their message: ñWhy do 
you look for the living among the dead? He is not here but has risenò (Lk. 24:5). The women went 
up to the tomb in despair, felt terrible about the absence of the body, and frightened by the 
strangers. Now, they went down from the tomb to town to witness what they saw and heard: ñHe 
is not there but risen!ò 

Sometimes we feel discouraged. We struggle in despair. Things donôt make sense anymore. 
It suddenly becomes difficult to find hope. Like the women, however, we have a task to perform 
for the One on the cross. We have something to do, which demands our time of offering, the time 
of prayer, the time of worship, the time of service. Itôs neither about our emotions nor about                  
otherôs response. Itôs all about the love and sacrifice of the Teacher. Itôs all about the death and 
resurrection of Jesus. Christ is risen! Yes, indeed! Then, are we willing to tell of the glory and                  
resurrection of Jesus?
