Dear sisters and brothers in Christ, 

  Grace to you and peace from God our Father and our Lord Jesus Christ! 

 Worshipping God will be our occupation for eternity, as the Revelation to John describes it: “Then 

I looked, and I heard the voice of many angels surrounding the throne and the living creatures and the  

elders…singing with full voice, “Worthy is the Lamb that was slaughtered to receive power and wealth 

and wisdom and might and honor and glory and blessing!” (Rev. 5:11-12). When I was a kid, I used to 

think worship was boring. Singing hymns was tedious; prayers were too long; reading the scriptures was 

perplexing; the sermon tempted me to fall asleep (I’m sorry, Dad!). And now, I wonder, sometimes, 

whether or not my kids feel the same as I did. 

If we come to church on Sunday to be entertained, well, I’m sorry for disappointing you. And I’m 

sorry to say this, but I don’t think any church could give you exactly what you wanted every Sunday. We 

gather together on Sundays not to entertain ourselves but to worship our God together with one another. 

Church services give us an opportunity to taste a glimpse of what it will be like in heaven, as Revelation 

describes above. We set aside anything which distracts us from God. We begin to focus on God, our             

Creator, Savior, and Sustainer. We remind ourselves of what God has done for us and give thanks to God. 

Worshipping God is more than the music, the prayers, and the words; it’s more like our attitude toward 

God. 

As we continue the outdoor worship services in August, I would like to encourage you to worship 

our God together with one another, in person or virtually, at 9:30 A.M. We’ll continue to think about              

Jesus’ questions in the Gospels, which challenge us how we would like to respond to him and how we 

would like to live our daily life in him. After St. John saw and heard the voice of praise above, he heard 

another great singing: “To the one seated on the throne and to the Lamb be blessing and honor and glory 

and might forever and ever!” (Rev. 5:13). As the four living creatures said, “Amen” (Rev. 5:14), we’ll 

will reply confidently, too, “Amen!”
