As I write this article for our newsletter, there is news of Putinôs invasion of Ukraine. Let 
us pray for the people of Ukraine and for the safety of our military who have been and 
are being deployed to Europe.  Our prayers are with them and their families.   
  
Back in January, I made the decision to commit to a Lenten study and sermon series 
based on a book that would not be released until February 15

th
.  The book is titled, 

Good Enough: 40ish Devotionals for A Life of Imperfection by New York Times Best 
Selling author Kate Bowler and Jessica Richie.  The book consists of relevant stories, 
blessings and prayers for persons who need to hear that everything cannot (and may 
not need to) be fixed.  The study called ñGood Enoughò by Marcia McFee will be a     
refreshing invitation to stop climbing lifeôs incessant ladder to ñbigger and greater 
things,ò and enjoy our lives for what it is, good enough.  
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During this pandemic, one thing I have come to terms with again, is that we cannot control 
or fix everything.  No matter how hard we try.  Most of us already know this.  However, 
some of us still spend considerable time preoccupied about things we cannot control or 
fix.  It becomes problematic when we get fixated on these things to no avail.  Unchecked 
they may lead us into believing that we are not ñmeasuring up.ò  We begin keeping                 
company with our regrets and become entrenched in overwhelming sadness.  We neglect 
or are unable to enjoy the beauty of what is [our life, our family, our friends] because we 
keep searching for ñsomething better.ò  It is exhausting.  We do not have to live like 
that.  Our life is good enough just as it is.  Doing your best is good enough.   
  
The season of Lent (which traditionally has been a time of repentance and fasting in prepa-
ration for Easter, and more recently, a time of self-examination and reflection) is a good 
time to think about our lives in relation to God, creation, each other, and ourselves.  It is a 
time that invites us to remember and reflect upon Godôs love and grace towards us.  A 
grace that we need to remember to offer ourselves when life happens.
